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Deep Submarine Volcanism
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Shallow Submarine Volcanism The collision start

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Products of ancient submarine volcanoes are strewn widely across the western
and southern areas of the Izu peninsula. Following a long period of submarine
volcanism, the whole Izu peninsula rose up to form land and eroded into its cur-
rent shape. Therefore, we can directly see the beautiful structures of submarine

volcanoes.

Volcanic Ash and pumice which were piled up on the sea floor transformed into
stone over the course of many years. The stone which has been formed in this
manner is known as Izu stone, and is prized because it is soft and easy to work
with, and highly fire-resistant. It was extracted and shipped from areas through-
out Izu until the late 1920s. Muroiwado is a quarry that was worked from the
Edo period until 1954, and is one of only a few locations where visitors can enter.

There are two types of "Izu stone”.
The soft stone was formed from volcanic ash and
pumice which were piled up on the sea floor.
